2. Píoblcm-Solvikg – Students explored unconventional solutions to problems, considering 

multiple possibilities rather than linear thinking. 

3. Ikkovatiok G Cícativity – The maps highlighted how students linked diverse concepts to 

develop unique ideas. 

4. Collaboíatiok – Many mind maps illustrated teamwork, where students built upon each 

other’s thoughts, expanding their thinking capacity. 

5. Rcal-Woíld Applicatioks – Examples from industries like design, entrepreneurship, and 

engineering were incorporated to showcase the relevance of divergent thinking.
